"Vermont Journal" estimated snow depths of 3 to 4 feet in the Green Mins.
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Walpole, NH
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Editor of the "Farmers Cabinet" noted: Snowstorm began on Tues. when the rain
changed to snow, accomanied by high winds and thunder. This lasted on and off
until Weds. AM. The lower Connecticut Valley received about 14-15 inches

of snow; most of this melted before the storm ceased. The snow lasted some
four days in the highlands. Because the trees still had leaves, many branches and
trunks shattered. Much damage to orchards and sugar groves.
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Catskill Mtns.
Up to 18 inches of snow reported.

Berkshires of MA

24 to 36 inches of snow reported here.

Goshen, CT
12 inches of snow reported here.

Litchfield, CT
3 inches of snow reported here

Woodbridge, CT

Noah Webster reported that the hills near here were white with snow.

Bemis, near Rochester, NY

Timothy Dwight reported a storm from the NE with heavy rain and a considerable
amount of snow that melted as it fell. The storm lasted from 2100 on the 8th until
1300 on the 9th.
