Peak
winds at 0900.

New Haven, CT

No extensive damage reported.

Long wharf was entirely flooded. Tide higher than known for many years.

Bridgeport, CT
Winds shifted to the NW several hours before high tide was recorded
at 1230. Tide rose to 6 feet above normal high tide.

Sag Harbor
Tide rose 6 feet higher than ever before known.

Flushing, Long Island
Tide rose 3 feet higher than ever before known.

New York City
NE gale shifted to SW at approximately 1000.
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
