This hurricane, gigantic in proportions, tracked through eastern CT, central MA, and NH.
The eye first made landfall on Long Island near Center Moriches. It then crossed Long Island
Sound to make a second landfall near Saybrook, CT. The eye then moved through central
MA, passing to the east of Hartford, CT and Springfield, MA. It entered New Hampshire

near Haffrey and Hillsboro. Salt spray and salt deposition was noted in many areas.

The worst of the storm was felt in Rhode Island.
