The Norfolk and Long Island Hurricane of 1821 - Sept. 3-4 - Pt. 1
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This is one of the greatest hurricanes to strike the
Atlantic seaboard in the past 200 years. It came out
of the Bahamas and passed west of the Ocracoke
Inlet on Pamlico Sound, NC. The center then
passed directly east of Norfolk, VA on its path north-
ward.

Barnes (2001) noted a hurricane in the New Bern
area in 1821. No further information listed.
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
