The Memorable Carolina Hurricane of 1822 - Pt. 2 - Sept. 27-28

Baltimore, MD
Total rainfall 0.15".

Washington, D.C.
Stormy weather noted on the 27-28th with E and
SE gales, but no gale force winds.
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Staunton River
Rain began on eve. of the 27th, continued until 0900 on the 28th with E winds.

River rose higher than "ever before known" and washed away crops.
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Lynchburg, VA

Experienced strong winds; chimneys toppled and trees uprooted.
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Monticello, near Charlottesville, VA
Thomas Jefferson's grandaughter noted the storm, observed many trees
damaged or uprooted.

Georgetown, SC

Tide reported lower at peak than at North Island, but wind apparently as strong.
Immense damage to buildings in the city, as well as to plantation homes and crops.
Schooner "Little Jack” driven ashore, trees down everywhere.

Many of the plantations on the island submerged by the storm tide.
300 people estimated killed.

"Winyaw Intelligencer" reports: Between 2200 and 2300 on the 27th, a squall began from the NE. This lasted

until 0000, when another violent squall occurred from the E. The temp. had risen to 79 degrees and continued rising.
Soon after 0000, the winds shifted to SE and S, becoming more intense. The peak winds were from the SE about 0200.
The flooding was immense, and between 0300 and 0400 on the 28th, the flood was higher than anyone could remember.
The storm began to abate around 0330 with winds from the SW. Interestingly, there were reports of many instances of
ball lightning associated with this storm.
