The local press noted that the wind began out of the NE and then
hauled gradually to the NW and W after 1200 until finally holding
steady from the SW. However, the press stated that the storm

of Sept. 1821 may have been more violent. (Roth and Cobb)

She noted strong NW winds and a higher tide than she had
ever witnessed. The wind blew down many structures.

She thought that the storm was stronger than in 1821. (Roth
and Cobb)

Ann Tazewell, wife of the VA governor, wrote about the storm.

Norfolk

A hurricane struck this area for 27 hours beginning on June 3rd.
The storm moved to the E of the area. Flooding was reported up to
a depth of five feet, and many trees were blown down.

Crops were leveled as well. (Roth and Cobb)

180 Miles

June 3-5

Norfolk lay near the path of the center of this
hurricane. It followed a track similar to the
famous hurricane of 1821. The effect of the
storm reached well inland from the Mid-Atlantic
northward. Observations from Nantucket
indicate that the storm likely passed well west
of the island.
