The Barbados to Louisiana Hurricane of 1831 - Aug. 14-18 - Pt.
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William C. Redfield noted a hurricane that had .
moved through through the FL Keys on the 15th e e
before striking New Orleans on the 16th. In total,
the storm caused over half a million dollars in
damage (1831 currency) and was responsible
for the deaths of 5000 people. (Barnes 1998)

This storm was considered one of the "great" hurricanes of the century.

It caused tremendous destruction the Caribbean before heading north N
into the Gulf of Mexico. The storm was accompanied by a storm W*[
surge of "unusual heights". The bayou south of New Orleans suffered

severely from the storm tide. Based on the limited wind information available,

the storm likely made landfall to the W of Last Island and moved 70 0 70 140 Miles
northward into the Atchafalaya area. i
