The storm tide washed away the main steamboat wharf,

Bay St. Louis, MS
J.C. Moret noted: the wind blew from only one direction for the
three full days of the storm. It was not as intense as the storms in 1819

and 1821, but the steady wind caused higher waters than ever

before seen. Mobile

Relatively light losses here. "The Register" noted: not much damage sustained.
No major ships in port, so only small vessels damaged. During the high
storm tide, some parts of he city were inundated.

Ft. Wood (near Ft. Pike)
Storm tide on the 16th and 17th inundated the hospital

with four feet of water. Only wind direction mentioned was SE

Ft. Pike (NE of New Orleans)

Had "storm, rain, hail, high winds, tide overflowing" on the 16th
with the wind from the NE. On the 17th, rising winds veered

to the SE and heavy rain fell. Medical officer noted the storm
continuing with great violence. By the 18th, winds still from the|
SE and rain, but storm moderating with a falling tide.

This storm was considered one of the "great" hurricanes of the century.

It caused tremendous destruction the Caribbean before heading north

into the Gulf of Mexico. The storm was accompanied by a storm

surge of "unusual heights". The bayou south of New Orleans suffered
severely from the storm tide. Based on the limited wind information available,
the storm likely made landfall to the W of Last Island and moved

northward into the Atchafalaya area.
