v’ all of the wharves were flooded and damaged. The editor of the "Georgetown Union" noted
this storm may have had a higher tide than that in 1804. The Gale of 1834 was unequalled
for losses of every sort, except life.

A NE gale prevailed throughout Thurs. the 4th. The "Courier" reports:

77 2300 on the 3rd, rain began heavily accompanied by much wind until

2 0800 on the 4th. The wind then increased to a gale from the NW. Shortly,
