1837 - No. 2 - Barbados-Florida - Aug. 1-3

Dunn and Miller noted a tropical cyclone on the

FL east coast on July 31. No intensity, damage,
or locational information given. (Dunn and Miller
1964)
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Jacksonville had a hard gale on the 1st and 2nd.
Several ships grounded and two warehouses
blown down. (Sandrik 1999)

y, Sandrik believes that this storm made landfall S of
Jupiter Inlet and moved W out into the Gulf of
Mexico. It was likely the storm that made landfall
along the Florida Panhandle on Aug. 7. Sandrik
counted this storm as a tropical storm for NE
Florida, but it may have been a hurricane in the

landfall region. (Sandrik 1999)

This was the second hurricane of the busy 1837 season, and the first to affect the U.S.
It moved through the Caribbean, passing NE of Cuba and through the Bahamas.
The center likely cut across central Florida, with any recurvature occurring in the Gulf

of Mexico.
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
