The Hatteras Inlets Hurricane of 1846 - Sept. 8th

Oregon Inlet formed during this storm. |

A very powerful and slow-moving hurricane affected
the NC coast on Sept. 6, 1846 (date according to
Barnes, 2001). The storm originally had NE winds
that pushed a large storm surge into Albemarle

and Pamlico Sounds, causing major flooding. As
the storm passed, and winds went to SW, the
water surged in the opposite direction and flooded
the Outer Banks from W to E. (Barnes 2001)

Hatteras Inlet formed during this storm.
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Two inlets of major importance were
created as a result of this severe
hurricane as it moved off the Outer
Banks of North Carolina on Sept. 8, 1846.
Both Hatteras Inlet and Oregon Inlet were
created as a result of this storm. The
storm center moved NE offshore without
making landfall. There are no reports from
land stations in the Middle Atlantic

States or New England noting severe
storm activity.
