Unnamed Tropical Storm (1) - Aug. 18-19, 1848
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Described storm as one of the "most violent wind and
rain storms we have experienced for many years.
The rain fell in torrents from dark until daylight,

and the wind blew a gale from the southeast

the whole time."
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Baton Rouge
5.50" of rain fell overnight.
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No reports of damage to ships along the New Orleans
Gulf coast. Experienced a "heavy blow" Friday night and
Saturday morning, Aug. 18-19, 1848. Heavy rains

caused damage to cotton crops.
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This unnamed tropical storm was reported in the
lower Mississippi delta region on Aug. 18-19th, 1848.
No significant damage reports are associated with
this storm.
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
